As the waste management plans of
the Rig and PSVs contractors were
not made available to MoE to date,
their interfaces with Total’s other
contractors could not be reviewed.
However, Total’s EIA and EMPs did
confirm that their waste management
will be in conformity and abiding by
MARPOL convention.

pledge in both languages (English and Arabic). The pledge is to be certified by a notary (attached the Arabi

sample of the pledge). Noting that all project related activities, including among others, storage of chemical

and waste should be part of Total’s overall environmental management system.
